Camp is located in Smithfield, Maine.  The closest city is Waterville, Maine, which is approximately nine 
miles from camp.  We are approximately 1 1/2 hours from Portland (75 miles) and approximately 3 
hours from Boston (200 miles).   
 
Please check your contract for your scheduled arrival date to camp and make travel arrangements 
according to the following information: 
 
Saturday, June 7th 2008 (OFFICE STAFF ARRIVAL) 
Camp will provide transportation from Portland Jetport airport only.  You should book a flight arriving 
into Portland between the hours of 11:00AM and 3:00PM. 
 
Thursday, June 12th 2008 (MALE STAFF, WATERFRONT STAFF, ROPES STAFF ARRIVAL) 
Camp will provide transportation from Portland Jetport airport only.  You should book a flight arriving 
into Portland between the hours of 11:00AM and 3:00PM. 
 
Sunday, June 15th 2008 (NURSES, HEADS OF DEPARMENT & TRAINING CLINIC STAFF ARRIVAL) 

Camp will provide transportation from Portland Jetport airport.  You should book a flight arriving into 
Portland between the hours of 11:00AM and 3:00PM. 

Camp will also provide transportation from Boston Logan airport.  You should book a flight arriving into 
Boston between the hours of 11:00AM and 3:00PM. 
 
Tuesday, June 17th 2008 (ALL INTERNATIONAL STAFF & STAFF TAKING FIRST AID & CPR) 
Camp will provide transportation from Boston Logan airport only.  You should book a flight arriving into 
Boston between the hours of 11:00AM and 3:00PM.  New International Staff coming through an agency 
such as Bunac, CCUSA, Camp Leaders etc. will have flights arranged for you by your agency and we 
will have transportation from Boston Logan for you.  International Staff traveling from New York by 
bus, we will meet you at Waterville bus station. 
 
Wednesday, June 18th 2008 (ALL REMAINING AMERICAN STAFF) 
Camp will provide transportation from Portland Jetport airport only.  You should book a flight arriving 
into Portland between the hours of 11:00AM and 3:00PM. 
 
Please Note: There is a bus service that runs between Boston Logan, Manchester, NH Airport and the 

Portland Jetport, please go to http://www.concordtrailways.com/way2logan.htm 
for rates and bus timetables. 

 
� OWN CAR 
There is available parking space for staff to bring your own vehicle to camp. As camp is in a fairly 
remote location, having your own vehicle at camp can be advantageous.  If you decide on this option, 
please plan to arrive at camp between 2:00PM –5:00PM.  Parking is assigned in the staff parking lot. 
 
� BUS 
There is a Bus Terminal in Waterville, Maine.  Camp can pick you up from the terminal on the 
scheduled day of your arrival.   Please go to www.greyhound.com for schedules and fares.  
 
� RETURN FLIGHTS HOME 
When planning your return flight, you must take into consideration the date and time your contract 
ends. If your contract ends at 10:00AM on August 17th that is the earliest you will be able to leave 
camp.  It may be better to plan your flight after 4:00PM or for the next morning to allow you 
traveling time from camp to your departing airport.
